It was only yesterday that you outsiders to God’s ways had 
no idea of any of this, didn’t know the first thing about the way God works, hadn’t the faintest idea of 
Christ. You knew nothing of that rich history of God’s covenants and promises in Israel, hadn’t a clue 
about what God was doing in the world at large.
