GOD SPEAKS TO US IN WORD 
 
BIBLE READING  Ezekiel 37:1-14 in the Old Testament from The Message 
1-2 GOD grabbed me. GOD’s Spirit took me up and set me down in the middle of an open plain 
strewn with bones. He led me around and among them—a lot of bones! There were bones all over 
the plain—dry bones, bleached by the sun. 
3 He said to me, “Son of man, can these bones live?” 
I said, “Master GOD, only you know that.” 
4 He said to me, “Prophesy over these bones: ‘Dry bones, listen to the Message of GOD!’” 
5-6 GOD, the Master, told the dry bones, “Watch this: I’m bringing the breath of life to you and you’ll 
come to life. I’ll attach sinews to you, put meat on your bones, cover you with skin, and breathe life 
into you. You’ll come alive and you’ll realize that I am GOD!” 



7-8 I prophesied just as I’d been commanded. As I prophesied, there was a sound and, oh, rustling! 
The bones moved and came together, bone to bone. I kept watching. Sinews formed, then muscles 
on the bones, then skin stretched over them. But they had no breath in them.
